Considered a late-ripening varietal,
Grenache loves a warm, dry climate and rocky soils making El Dorado County
a perfect fit! At Skinner, Grenache is a big part of our heritage and
continues to be a majorpart of our production.

WINEMAKER NOTES

Made up of numerous small lots and Native
is made entirely by co-fermentation
dominated by our Legacy block form our
estate. We handle our native fermentations
with the remontage technique (versus the
more commonly punch down); gentlier on the
berries, but aggressivley more aerobic for
the Jjuice. Encouraging high CO2 production
which both protects and bolsters our
auromatic profile. Gently pressed, settled,
and sent to barrel for 10 months. Racked
and returned in the spring, then

bottled Jjust before harvest.
